Our discussion in Live Sport this week is how to be a good loser. Rebecca Coleman is a
hockey umpire. She describes some losers’ reactions, and how bad losers can learn to react
positively.

How do you react if you lose a rugby match? What do you do if you are last in a race? If you
react positively when you lose, you are a good loser. If there were more sportspeople like you,
my job would be a lot more enjoyable.

Fourthly, don’t blame your defeat on someone else. And finally, remember that taking part in
sport is more important than winning. Think of the other advantages of playing, and don’t
focus too much on the result.
