PART AND APART

"Nature," British scholar Raymond Williams told us, "is perhaps the most complex word
in the language.™ He distinguished three discreet meanings: "the essential quality and character
of something; the inherent force which directs either the world or human beings or both; and
the material world itself, taken as including or not including human beings.” All of these
meanings are found in nature writing, a subset of the environmental literature that Scott Slavic
introduces us to in this month's Environment. Slavic’s graceful introduction includes the
history of environmental literature in the United States, its ethical and social dimensions, as
well as his list of "great books." With a single poem and essay, we explore two modes of
writing — the exploratory and the political. And with many examples, we learn of two great
themes - the concern for nonhuman species and for notions of "place.” "The goal of
environmental literature,” he tells us, "is to impress readers with a vivid, visceral sense of their
own naturalness and by extension, to encourage readers to pay attention to the nonhuman world



on aesthetic, ecological, and political levels." He reminds us of Robinson Jeffers's classic
nature imperative. "Love that, not man apart from that."

But we are apart from nature as well as a part of nature. It is the legacy of human
consciousness to be forever trapped in such dualities as subject/object, observer/observed, or
participant/observer - to be as one with our world by virtue of our being and separate from it
by virtue of our consciousness and reflection. Indeed, the act of nature writing is the epitome
of such consciousness and reflection as paradoxically its goal is to help us transcend our
apartness.

We who study and write of nature, often in the sterile language of science or policy, are
also bedeviled by "Love that, not man apart from that.” Most of us share with writers their love
of nature and we delight in their eloquence. But we too are constantly tom between being part
of and apart from our studies and policies. Our human-centered focus is enshrined in our
language.

The word environment itself means that which surrounds us. We strive to know and then
sustain natural resources and ecosystem services as human life-support systems. More often
than not when we draw Earth system diagrams, humans and their activities are outside the
system — drivers of change or receivers of impacts. There are other scientific voices, of course,
for whom all living things may have equal value, for which Gaia is the mother of all and
whatever we humans do is just part of a whole, or for whom we are just a flamboyant but short-
lived actor on a great evolutionary stage. But these voices too are uniquely human.

Ecologists may tell us of a seamless web of life and poets may sing of it but we are
forever apart from - yet yearn to be part of - that which surrounds us. While this dilemma can
never be fully resolved, either by scientific model or poetic meter, both art and science can
continuously explore these two ways of being. (Robert W. Kates)

The concert will be held in the main area of Crowtree Park, which is easily accessible both by
private and public transport and has good public toilet facilities. Seating will be hired from a
local company, and a covered stage, to be erected in the centre of the park, has already been
constructed by volunteers under the supervision of Mr. Wilson

Refreshments will be provided by local restaurants, who will make their own arrangements
regarding stalls and vendors. Mr Wilson's group of volunteers have agreed to sell tickets at the
Town Hall, as well as undertaking crowd control and ticket inspection during the concert itself.

Permission has been granted by the council authorities for us to use the park free of charge, and
Harrison Rentals have agreed to a reduced price of £100 for the hire of chairs. Excluding the
cost of printing tickets and posters, the cost of the concert will be approximately £550.

I am delighted to inform the committee that arrangements have proceeded faster than
anticipated, and the concert promises to be of a higher standard than last year's. However, it
must be pointed out that no arrangements have yet been made concerning publicity and printing,
which is now a matter of some urgency.
