The security guard was just sitting at his desk when a young man approached him and
asked if he could borrow $100. ‘No,” he immediately replied, before asking why. The young man
didn’t explain, but simply thanked him and walked away. The following day, Jia Jiang, the
thirty-year-old who had made the request, ordered a burger in a fast-food chain and then tried to
get a ‘refill” — another burger for free. Again, he was sent away empty-handed.

By now, you might be wondering who Jia Jiang is and what on earth he was doing. In
fact, these were the first two days of Jiang’s 100-day rejection therapy challenge, a concept first
created by Canadian entrepreneur Jason Comely. In short, rejection therapy challenges people to
go up to strangers and ask for unusual favours. Comely claimed that after a month of hearing
‘No!” every day, you develop a thicker skin and become tougher.

Many of us experience the fear of being rejected at one time or another in our lives. We
worry about not fitting in; we’re scared of being on our own; we decide not to apply for that
promotion at work after convincing ourselves that we wouldn’t get it anyway. This fear of
rejection means we might struggle to speak our minds or end up staying in unhealthy
relationships longer than we should.

Overcoming these fears can be hard as they often have their roots in childhood. This was
certainly true for Jiang, whose earliest experience of being rejected came while he was at school.
The negative feelings this caused stayed with him for many years, affecting his confidence and
career.

To deal with this, he decided to do something scary — actively look for rejection. Feeling
that the 30 days suggested by Comely weren’t enough, he set himself a 100-day challenge. Using
ideas he came up with himself as well as suggestions from his online followers, he made a list of
simple but strange requests to make: Could he, for example, plant a flower in a stranger’s garden
or read the weather forecast on TV?

The first few rejections were hard for Jiang. After he’d had a couple, though, something
amazing happened: people actually started agreeing to do what he asked of them, and as time
went by, he got better and better at persuading people too. He realized that many people were far
nicer than he’d expected — and that every potential rejection was also a potential opportunity. For
instance, he learned that if he asked why people were rejecting him, he could often turn a ‘no’
into a ‘yes’. By giving them the chance to share what made them uncomfortable about his
requests, he could then try to earn their confidence.

Before long, Jiang’s video diaries of his daily encounters started going viral and he was
offered a TED talk and a book deal. He now has a new career helping others to overcome their
fears of rejection.

Perhaps what Jia Jiang’s story most clearly shows us is that if you don’t ask, you don’t
get. However, it also reminds us that we’re all connected. We can all benefit from asking for
help more often — and in fact by doing this, we also give others the opportunity to say yes.

The Band of Holes Mystery



Were you to ask people which historical mystery they associated with Peru, most would
probably answer the Nazca Lines — the mysterious huge line drawings that cover 500 square
kilometres of the coastal plains in the south of the country. However, just four hours’ drive north
lies another remarkable site, known as the Band of Holes, which also continues to baffle
archaeologists.

Also known as the Monte Sierpe, this strip of land running up a slope in the Pisco Valley
contains between six and seven thousand holes, each one around a metre wide and from 50 to 90
centimetres deep. The strip is between 14 and 21 metres across and runs for about 1.5 kilometres.
While local people have long known about the existence of the holes, they remained unknown to
outsiders for many years, as they’re hard to see except from the air. Indeed, it was a pilot called
Robert Shippee who first managed to photograph them back in 1933 and the images were
published in National Geographic, drawing considerable attention to the holes.

Two decades later, the American explorer Victor Wolfgang von Hagen managed to
survey the site, and despite the fact that he found the holes empty, he still put forward the idea
that they were probably ancient graves. Other visits were made in the 1970s by the
archaeologists Frederic Engel and Dwight Wallace. Then, in the 1980s, John Hyslop proposed
the theory that the holes had been used for storage by the Incan civilization that had risen from
these very highlands in the early 13th century, going on to cover vast parts of South America and
bringing together distant cities in what’s now Peru, Chile and even Argentina.

However, as is often the way with hotly debated areas of academic study, no sooner had
one theory been put forward than others started to advance totally different theories. Perhaps
predictably, some claimed the holes must have been the result of alien visitors or that they were
used to send messages to the gods above, while others asserted that they could have been part of
a defensive barrier of some kind.

Perhaps the most plausible explanation is that suggested by researchers from the
University of California, Los Angeles, who have used drone technology to map the area. They
came to the conclusion that the holes were once part of an ancient Incan tax system. The Incas
had no form of money in the sense that we understand it, but they did develop elaborate systems
of exchange. In addition, people were required to pay tribute — or tax — to the state. Early
European explorers described seeing farmers bring their goods and officials recording each
offering, and it’s thought that the holes may well have been a way of measuring these goods.

This theory is backed up by the fact that, not only is the Band of Holes situated near the
point at which the Incan coastal road crosses the road to the highlands, but it’s also near an Incan
storage building known as a colca. Colcas were very efficiently managed and the floors were
often divided into precise squares, presumably so that goods could be evenly spread out and
catalogued. The Californian team noticed a clear resemblance between these floors and the
pattern of the Band of Holes, leading them to suggest that different parts of the strip may well
have belonged to different tax-paying groups.

Researchers still hope to take soil samples from the site to see if they contain traces of
any particular plants, which would help to confirm this theory. It also remains to be seen whether
or not the holes have any relationship to the Nazca lines.
