Activists jailed for soup attack on Van Gogh painting 
Two climate activists have been jailed in the U.K. for dousing Vincent van Gogh's 

Sunflowers painting with soup. The pair of protestors are from Just Stop Oil (JSO), an 
environmental group focused on highlighting the issue of climate change caused by fossil fuels. 
One of the activists received a sentence of two years in prison. The other will serve 20 months. 
In October 2022, the protestors threw two cans of tomato soup over Van Gogh's priceless 1888 
painting at London's National Gallery. They then knelt beneath the iconic work of art and glued 
their hands to the wall. The soup did not harm the painting, but it did over $13,000 of damage to 
the picture frame. 

Presiding judge Christopher Hehir called the Van Gogh painting a "cultural treasure" that 
could have been "seriously damaged or even destroyed" in the attack. The judge told the 
activists: "You couldn't have cared less if the painting was damaged or not. You had no right to 
do what you did to Sunflowers. You clearly think your beliefs give you the right to commit 
crimes when you feel like it. You do not." He added: "Soup might have seeped through the 
glass." In their defence, the protestors said that prior to throwing the soup, they checked to see if 
the painting was protected by the glass. Museum staff worried the soup could have dripped 
through the protective glass.

A 
sarcophagus is a stone coffin in which dead bodies were placed. Waziri hopes the new site will 
help to attract more tourists to Egypt. There has been a downturn in tourism since the revolution 
that took place there in 2011.

King Tutankhamen tomb 

“…when we came to a golden shrine with doors closed and sealed, we realized we were to 
witness a spectacle such as no other man in our time had been privileged to see…” 

These words were written by British archeologist Howard Carter when he discovered the 
tomb of King Tutankhamen. King Tut, as the pharaoh has been called, ruled Egypt more than 
3,300 years ago. Because he became ruler at age nine, he is sometimes called “the boy king.” 

When he died at age 18, Tut’s people followed the usual funeral custom for kings. They 
buried him in a giant tomb. Treasures and items of daily life were buried along with him. It was 
1922, in the Valley of the Kings (the site of about 30 other tombs), that Carter and his party 
discovered entrance doors. Until then, they had been hidden by debris from a nearby digging. 

What Carter saw inside the tomb amazed him. “There, filling the entire area," he describes, 
“stoodan immense, yellow sarcophagus... A gasp of wonderment escaped our lips, so gorgeous 
was the sight that met our eyes. A golden effigy of the young king. . .”The sarcophagus, or 
coffin, was carved with a lifelike gold mask of Tutankhamen. Inside it was the boy king’s cloth-
wrapped mummy. The four-room tomb also held more than 5,000 objects. There were carved 
chests, golden thrones, beds, clothing, and necklaces. There were chariots, bows and arrows, 
swords, shields, and trumpets. The ancient Egyptians believed in life after death. They buried the 
king’s favorite toys and games along with practical objects he could use in the afterlife. Howard 
Carter had uncovered a rare prize – the only tomb of an Egyptian pharaoh ever to be found that 
was almost completely undamaged.

British Museum has most successful year 



The British Museum in London had its most successful year ever in 2013. More than 6.7 
million visitors passed through its doors. The previous record of 5.9 million was set in 2008. 
Over a million more people visited the museum last year than in 2012. The biggest attractions 
were two big exhibitions. One was Life and Death in Pompeii, the other was Herculaneum. The 
director of the museum said he was very happy that so many people came. He told reporters that 
many things happened last year. Many exhibits were loaned to the museum. He also said online 
access meant more people decided to visit. He added: "This is truly a dynamic collection that 
belongs to and is used by a global citizenship." 

The British Museum has many exhibitions about human history and culture. It has about 13 
million exhibits from all over the world. Some countries want the museum to return some of 
them. Greece wants the Elgin Marbles back. They were originally from the Parthenon in Athens. 
China wants the museum to return many things the British took from China in the 19th century, 
and Egypt wants the Rosetta Stone. The museum first opened to the public in 1759. Back then, 
only about 75 people a day visited it. They could look at 71,000 objects, including 40,000 
printed books, 7,000 manuscripts, and many stuffed animals, birds and insects. There were also 
very old objects from Egypt, Greece, Rome, the Near East, the Far East, and North and South 
America.
