The authors of the “Handbook of Endangered Languages” write that by the end of the
50 to 90 percent of the spoken languages could be extinct. First
affected will be the 500 languages that have a few (sometimes even only one)
speakers left. Endangered languages face similar fates as endangered species in nature.

Such highly endangered languages the Bishuo language in Cameroon for
which there was only one known native speaker left in the last records. In North America, many
of the nearly extinct languages can be found among the native populations along the west coast.
One example is the Klallam , for which there were still 5
recorded in the 1990 Census. Today it is referred as extinct as its last native speaker died in 2014,
although a few second language speakers remain.
